Happy Start To A New Year 
We flew 91 Young Eagles in January 

 
   Jan. 23rd blessed us with a near perfect flying day 
for a near perfect Young Eagles Rally. At the end of 
the morning we had put 91 Young Eagles into the air 
and the logbook at Oshkosh. 
   We’ve probably never had an event run 
any more smoothly thanks to the efforts of 
seven pilots, 11 ground crew and last-
minute contribution of the Army. Set-up 
started at about 8 a.m., with a few early 
bird guests showing up just minutes later. 
A steady stream of eager young faces 
looking for adventure, trailed by parents 
hoping to give their kids a special treat, 
came through the door at Showalter all 
morning. No one was disappointed. 
   This time, we made a few tweaks in the 
operation that seemed to improve the ex-
perience for everyone. Instead of using 
runners to gather and escort kids to 
planes, the pilots gathered their own 
―crews‖, and walked them to the plane, 
then back after the flight. What looked like 
more work, turned out to be a more relax-
ing process for everyone. It also helped separate the 
public from the dispatcher, eliminating  ―special re-
quests‖ from parents and reducing the pressure in a 
position that already demands some focus. 
   Another change made sure that we didn’t acciden-
tally register more kids than we were really able to fly. 
While we state that we register from 9 to 11, this time 
we also limited the number of flights based on the 
number of seats available. We simply multiplied the 
number of available seats by a maximum of five flights 
per pilot – a reasonable amount of flying for one 
morning that the pilots settled on at the morning brief-
ing. Pilots could choose to fly more flights if they 
wanted. That number was posted on a sign at the en-
try so, once our ―limit‖ was reached, we could tell late 
arrivals that they might not be able to fly. We hit our 
number about 11 a.m., so it worked out pretty good.    
A big salute to the pilots who kept going until all the 
kids were flown. Jim Barrett flew 15; Bob Caime 15; 
Carlos Barrios, 15; Glenda McElwee, 15; Greg 
Gent, 4; Greg Vogelpohl, 15; and Dave Wilson, 12. 
   Special thanks to Matt Vogelpohl for running the 
dispatch table. Chuck Bull and Real Dupuis man-
aged registration, and Andy Singh created the certifi-
cates. Glenn Ball marshaled planes. On the ramp, 
were Cindy Atehortua and her son Andrew, and 
Bob Heid.  

   Tim Sweeney and  Jim Buchan put their 
Rans S-6 Green Machine on static display and 
let the kids climb in and out of it all morning. 
Laura Sherwood ran all over the ramp taking 
pictures. 
   In the middle of it all the Army’s Screamin’ 
Eagles parachute team came in to prepare for 
a jump on the afternoon’s football bowl game. 
CW4 Jay Burke graciously accepted our invi-
tation for him to give the kids a tour of the Ea-
gle’s Boxcar jump plane (no, it’s not the fa-
mous old Flying Boxcar – no twin booms; but it 
carries the same name). They got in five or six 
tours before they had to prepare for their jump. 
The kids and parents loved it, so a huge 
Thank You to Jay and the Eagles for adding a 
special feature to the day. 
   Our next Rally is planned for Saturday, Mar. 
20, at Orlando-Sanford Int’l. Krysty Kress has 
again offered Southeast Ramp’s beautiful fa-
cilities. We always have great events there.

Capt Jerry Coffee, USN (ret) [a Vietnam POW] wrote:  

 One night during a bombing raid on Hanoi , I peeked 

out of my cell and watched a flight of four F-105s 

during their bombing run. As they pulled up, it was 

obvious that lead was badly hit. Trailing smoke, he 

broke from the formation and I watched the damaged 

bird until it disappeared from sight. I presumed the 

worst. As I lay there in my cell reflecting on the im-

age, I composed a toast to the unfortunate pilot and all 

the others who had gone before him. 

  On New Year’s Eve 1968, Captain Tom Storey and I 

were in the Stardust section of Hoa Lo (WA-low) 

Prison. I whispered the toast under the door to 

Tom. Tom was enthralled, and despite the risk of ter-

rible punishment, insisted that I repeat it several more 

times until he had it committed to memory.  He then 

promised me that when the time came, and they were 

again free men, he would give the toast at the 

first Dining-In he attended. For you civilians, 

a “Dining-In” is a dreary formal affair with drinks, 

dinner, and forced joviality and comradeship.  I’ve 

heard that the Brits, who created the damn things, 

have a rollicking good time. Tom’s first assignment 

following release in 1973 was to the U.S. Air Force 

Academy. During that same year the Academy hosted 

the Annual Conference for General Officers and 

Those Associated Dining-In.   The jovial clinking of 

glasses accompanied all the traditional speeches and 

toasts. Then it was Tom’s turn. Remembering his 

promise so many years earlier, he proposed Jerry’s 

“One More Roll.”  When he was finished there was 

total silence. 

We toast our hearty comrades, who have 

fallen from the sky, and were gently caught 

by God’s own hands to be with him on high. 

To dwell among the soaring clouds they have 

known so well before, from victory roll to tail 

chase at heavens’ very door.  And as we fly 

among them there, we’re sure to hear their 

plea: Take care, my friend, Watch your six, 

and do one more roll for me. 

A toast to all our comrades—POWs, missing in ac-

tion, living or dead, whatever their duty, whatever 

their war, whatever their uniform.  Bless them all.

Bob Hayden Sez 

I have mentioned this sorta stuff before, but it bears repeating, folks. KNOW WHAT YOUR 

PLANE CAN DO! What am I talking about? Well, for starters, what would you do if you 

lost one of the controls? Have you ever practiced partial control landings? If you covered 

your panel, would you know what the plane was doing? I suspect that I am getting at 

least a couple of "No's" here. While I'm at it, what the heck are partial control landings? 

Well, explanation follows below.  

 

But first, as they say in the TV commercials, if your panel is covered, how can you control 

anything? My suggestion is try FLYING NAKED! Why? Well, it really puts your butt in con-

tact with the plane, which is step one in receiving information from the plane on what's 

going on. Of course, I speak rhetorically here -  if you really do strip down for flight, you'd 

better un - strip before landing or you'll be the main attraction on the evening news. Any-

how, back to the story at hand....There you are aviating toward somewhere that you'd 

like to be, and happen to notice that your roll control (that's ailerons) doesn't seem to be 

working. Why? Who cares -  stuff happens. Should you panic and declare an emergency? 

No way. As long as your feet can reach the rudder pedals, you're still in full control. The 

plane can be flown entirely without ailerons by using rudder only, and not all that badly, 

either. Many early planes had no ailerons on them, and they did pretty well. Try it the 

next time you're up -  center the yoke, and fly some figure eights with your feet. It takes 

very little practice to get fairly good at it.    

 

OK, so roll is no big deal -  how about pitch? It is discouraging to see the trees rising to-

ward you and find that you have no elevator control. Still, not all that bad. I had a friend 

once who flew an old (new, back then) twin Beech D - 18, the one with two big round en-

gines, into an airport, and successfully landed. He did it with trim alone, folks -  it takes a 

fine touch and careful attention, but it can, and has been, done, and this plane is a big 

taildragger! How much trim and when? Get out there and practice it a little -  pretty soon 

you'll be pretty good, and a whole lot better prepared for whatever comes.  

 

Rudder -  suddenly you don't seem to have one! No big deal -  ailerons will do nicely. Roll 

in a moderate amount of wing, a touch of  back pressure  on the elevators, and   you're in 

business. Early model  drone aircraft  which I once flew regularly had NO ailerons, just 

rudder, and did fine. Later models had NO rudder, just ailerons, and also did nicely. Go 

figure. They may not have been the most finely coordinated maneuvers in the book, but 

they got the job done, and pretty well, too.  

 

Next step -  cover the panel. Once you get over the habit of reading the gauges every sec-

ond or two to see what's going on, you will realize that you really DO know what's going 

on -  the plane is telling you! Voila, and stuff like that! Now you can put your clothes back 

on -  you ARE a pilot! All of this is a lot more fun if done with a friend of the opposite gen-

der, but then, most things are.
