Given today’s economy, it’s pretty 
hard to worry about other things. Es-
pecially, if those things are areas that 
don’t interest us personally. Mean-
while, there are some major aviation 
issues that may not seem to affect our 
interest in flying, but ultimately could 
have a major impact on everyone’s 
ability to fly, maybe even our freedom 
to do it. 
 
You’re already aware of the user-fee 
issue. It isn’t getting much press, but it 
isn’t going away, either with the gov-
ernment needing money. 
 
Tim Clifford recently told us about ef-
forts to preserve backwoods air-
fields—a disappearing means to ac-
cess our nation’s most beautiful 

county. 
 
More recently, you may have heard the 
FAA  wants to add new restrictions to 
the 51% rule. EAA believes these new 
rules will hurt the average person’s abil-
ity to build a plane. 
 
New on the horizon are proposals to 
require airline-like security require-
ments for any plane over 12,500 lbs. 
This move could mean draconian re-
strictions to access at any airport that 
accommodates such planes—like ORL. 
 
While these may not be your particular 
interests, you can bet that the erosion 
of flight freedom in one area affects us 
all. It’s an aviation domino effect. So, 
this year when EAA and AOPA call on 
us to raise our voices, please take it 
seriously. It only takes a minute or two 
to add your voice to the cause. 
 
Whatever your aviation interest, we all 
have to stick together. Or, we’ll surely 
all get stuck separately.
