Our Young Eagle Pilots Rack Up Big Points

EAA doubles our total for help at show
Each year, pilots who fly at least 10 Young Eagles are awarded valuable points by EAA. In 2009, Chapter 74’s pilots earned 466 points. As a result of our helping out EAA last fall at NBAA at the AOPA Summit, they have graciously offered to double our points, giving us a total of 932.
The points are worth $5 each and are generally used for sending kids to the Air Academy in Oshkosh. Thanks to the bonus points, we have enough to fully fund the tuition for two Young Eagles. Our candidates are Andrew Atehortua and Martin Walke, both 16-year olds.
